Personnel shall maintain a high 
degree of personal cleanliness and conform to good hygienic practices.  A hand wash sink or a container of water with a spigot, a catch basin, soap 
and sanitary towels should be provided for hand washing.   

3. Three suitably sized basins, with detergent, rinse and sanitizer, should be provided for cleaning equipment and utensils and food preparation areas.  

4. Meat thermometers are required.  If you do not have a thermometer, please get one before the cook-off.  It is the responsibility of the Chief Cook 
to ensure that all team members abide by the Health Department rules and regulations.  Failure to comply with any of these rules and regulations 
may result in immediate disqualification.
