ST. ANNE DE BEAUPRE BBQ COOK-OFF RULES

1. $175.00 entry fee is required per Team. This is an International Barbeque Cookers
Association (IBCA) sanction event. "You do not have to be a member of IBCA to participate."

2. The chief cook will be held responsible for the conduct of the team. No more than five cooks
per team are allowed. Each team will be responsible for the cleanup of theirspace.

3. Cash awards will be given 1%, 2"dand 3™ places in all categories. Recognition will be given 4t
thru 10t place.

4. Judging will follow the St. Anne de Beaupre and IBCA rules and regulations. The chief cook
will have barbeque at the judging area on time. One container of each category will be judged.
All entries must be in containers supplied by officials. Barbeque will be judged on aroma,
appearance, texture, taste.

5. Fires must be of wood or wood substance. No electric or gas grills. Contestants must supply
all needed equipment and supplies. Each team will be responsible for their team members
and guests. No electricity will be provided but water is available in general cook-off areas.

6. Eachteam must comply with all applicable rules and regulations of the City of Houston and/or
Harris County Health Department, in limited to

a. Meat must be kept at 40 degrees F or less before cooking, coolers with ice will
keep it cold enough

After cooking, meat must be maintained above 140 degrees F and covered

Aprons and hats must be worn by all cooks and assistants

Cleanliness of cooking area and personnel is required

e. No pets or small animals are allowed in cooking area

7. Competition meats cannot be pre-seasoned or marinated. All meats must be seasoned,
marinated and cooked on site. All IBC Rules Will Apply:
